is a low-cost venue committed to showcasing Penang's creativity and heritage. It is a place where local artists, artisans and cultural entrepreneurs can sell directly to the public.  We welcome applications from anyone who fulfils our criteria. Check out the process below, and join in the wonderful event that is Little Penang Street Market. Don't hesitate to contact us for more information. 
Market Days: last Sunday of every month, from 10am to 5pm, at Upper Penang Road
Vendor’s Fees: Little Penang is committed to keeping costs as low as possible but of course we have to balance low costs against our own sustainability! For your information, we do subsidise each market (i.e. do not make a profit). 

Charges for vendors as at January 2011 are:

RM90 per stall for your first time and for all one-off stallholders. Subsequent markets will cost RM70 for a normal application, or RM90 if you want to book a corner lot. If you book three markets in advance (can be any markets, don’t have to be consecutive, but you need to let us know), you will pay RM60 per market day (i.e. RM180 for three). If you want to book a corner lot three months in advance, you will pay RM80 per market (i.e. RM240 for three).

If you need electricity, please let us know in advance.  There will be an extra charge of RM10 for this. (Electrical sockets cost us extra).

If for any reason you need to cancel, you can roll-over to another market day is you let us know by the 14th of the month. Any later this and the rental is forfeit (cancellation fee). 
We provide a 3x6 feet table  and 2 chairs per stall, under a tent which has fans. 
If you need extra chairs, please do not steal from the food or entertainment area, but let us know. We can supply you extra chairs at RM1 per chair. We can also supply metal frames for display at RM5. 

Rules & Regulations

1. All products offered for sale must be designed or made by the registered stallholder, or have some personal quality which relates to our theme of 'creativity and heritage' (so for example, vintage or collectibles items will be considered). We do not want mass-produced goods that can be bought in any supermarket or commercial outlet.

2. Only products listed and approved by the Management on the current application may be sold. If you wish to add new items to your stall, please put in an additional request in writing, with photos, for approval by the Management. 

3. Stallholder(s) listed on the current application must be in attendance during Market Day unless alternative arrangements have been okayed by the Management.

4. Stalls can be shared between multiple applicants only with prior approval of Management. 

5. Stalls cannot be transferred, sublet, franchised or sold to any other person.

6. We have our food tent and of course are happy to consider the sale of other food items (traditional preserves, etc). Please note that vendors who wish to sell food items must comply with the highest standard of food handling safety and must have a health clearance certificate from MPPP (a painless process but you need to contact them).

7. We practice an environmental policy that includes NO plastic bags or styrofoams to be used (please use eco-friendly packaging), no smoking, and no pets. You are responsible for keeping your site and surrounding area clean and tidy. Boxes and cartons must be removed from any public area. You are responsible for removing your own rubbish at the end of the Market Day.

8. Copying the ideas and work of other stallholders is in breach of creative copyright and is not in the spirit of the Market.

9. Stallholders must confine their displays and signs to the stall site and keep pathways clear for market visitors.

10. Stalls must set up on time and must not close early. The market runs from 10am to 5pm.

11. Loud product promotion by stallholders is not permitted.
